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Presentation Abstract: Emergency Management is a complex adaptive
system and navigating this system to achieve our desired outcomes can be
challenging. We know that investments in planning, preparing, and mitigating
can yield better outcomes once we are in the midst of response and recovery
operations. We also know that networks are important, and we want to build
trusted relationships across the system prior to disasters occurring, yet that
can be challenging to make a reality.
