She has also
been involved with the Citizens Climate Lobby, which is the fastest climate advocacy group looking at
the effects of climate change. Additionally, Moore is the Indiana State representative on the IAEM-USA
Region 5 Board and has helped many programs and initiatives that have been shared with other regions
across |AEM.

Moore was one of three people who helped lead the efforts for the Region 5 virtual symposium and has
helped increase communications and memberships.
