q Two essays responding to the questions below. Be sure to follow the instructions for submission 

of the essays provided in the Application Instructions. 
 

Discuss how you would accommodate both the 
difficulties and advantages of multiculturalism to support the recovery of a community or 
municipality following a major emergency event. The reach, impact, and immediacy of social 
media were not available 15 years ago.
